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Neonatal Resuscitation Algorithm

Preductal SpO2 Target

  1 min 60%–65%
  2 min 65%–70%
  3 min 70%–75%
  4 min 75%–80%
  5 min 80%–85%
10 min 85%–95%

Post-resuscitation care.
Team debriefing.

Position airway 
and suction if indicated.

Labored breathing

persistent cyanosis?

Newborn remains with mother for 
routine care:

Stimulate, warm, and maintain normal.

Administer IV epinephrine
every 3 to 5 minutes. 

If HR persistently < 60 bpm:
• consider hypovolemia

• consider pneumothorax

Intubate or place LMA.  
Chest compressions 

coordinated with PPV (3:1), 100% O2.  
Place UVC.

Assess chest movement.
Ventilation corrective steps if

needed. ET tube or laryngeal mask 
if needed.

Initiate PPV.
SpO2 monitor.

Consider ECG monitor.
